Panning Matters

We submitted our response to the Borough Local Plan inFeiduary and await
progress to the next stage. Our main concern is over the number of houses
Maidenhed is being asked to provide and the adequacy of supporting infrastructure.
Our detailed comments can be accessed through the website. It is hoped that many
members of Maidenhead Civic Society responded as individuals. It was a very
daunting document, dnit will be interesting to see what level of response there has
been. We have also been involved in briefing sessions regarding the York Road
Opportunity Area, which will see the redevelopment of the southern end of St Ives
Road, the Town Hall car parkd Grove Road car park. This will be situated on the
western bank of the York Stream element of the Waterways project.

We had a briefing session and site visit on the landscaping proposals for the
Waterways ring in the town centre which aim to makeatemnviting, accessible and
attractive. There has been some concern expressed about the removal of trees anc
shrubs from York Strean(see also pagél). This was necessary to facilitate the
lining of the stream bed which will prevent loss of water fribra system. We are
assured that the replacement planting will enhance the final outcome.

Of course, there has also been consultation on the outline proposals for Mill Lane,
Taplow and the redevelopment of Taplow Paper Mill and Skindles. You will be

awarethat there is considerable disappointment at the lack of vision indicated by
Berkeley Homes. The majority of new dwellings front the Jubilee River, and the

height and scale of the three proposed apartment blocks are a cause for concern.

Because of our concerns we haveere t abl i shed a #fAmut ual i
coordinated representations to South Bucks District Council and Berkeley Homes.
Maidenhead Civic Society have joined with Hitcham and Taplow Society, The River
Thames Societgnd other interested parties on an informal but concerted basis.

Our normal schedule of review of applications has continued with comments
submitted on twelve proposals over the ensuing three months since we last reported.

The most significant schemeas for the Stafferton Way Southern Link Road. As
you will be aware, the decision to proceed has already been made, and our
observations on the scheme can be viewed on our website. There is little point in
including them in the Newsletter, as the prof®$emve been accepted in principle.
However, it should be noted that there are many issues outstanding which will be
resolved in the detailed planning stage.

A further two developments in the pipeline are worthy of mention. At 88/90
Braywick Road therés a proposal to use back garden infilling and development to
generate a total of nine dwellings. There is considerable local opposition and we
agree that the scheme is overambitious. There will be a detrimental impact on
neighbours and the charactertbé streetscape, unless the number of dwellings is
reduced. Further overdevelopment is proposed at 3/5 St Peter Street in Furze Platt
where there is an application to demolish a current light industrial unit (Enigma
Visual Solutions) and construct a ot seven flats. The proposed thigerey
building is excessive, and is out of scale and character in relation to the adjacent
listed St Peter's Church. The parking and amenity space is also inadequate for the
number of proposed dwellings. Whilst wevkano problem with the proposed
change of use, we believe the proposal should be scaled back both in height and
number of flats.

There are two upcoming major developments where there has beappfication
consultation. Firstly, there is a scheme psmm by Claires Court Schools to
consolidate both their Ray Mill Road East site and College Avenue site onto their
current Ridgeway Prep School location off Cannon Lane in west Maidenhead. The
new campus would extend onto adjacent Green Belt land. Iticagdi state of the
art Afacuteo hospital facility would al
hospital would be committed to offering 25% of beds to NHS patients. The main
entrance to the hospital and campus will be from a new roundabout todteucted

at the junction of Farmers Way and Cannon Lane. It is understood that the College
Avenue site would be earmarked for transfer as an education facility for the Borough.
The Ray Mill Road East site would be given over to residential development.

Secondly, there is a proposal to demolish and redevelop the site of the Walton
Cottage Hotel on Marlow Road/Craufurd Rise. McCarthy and Stone are market
leaders in the provision of retirement apartments for purchase. Currently, there are
no retirement perties in Maidenhead, where elderly people can live in their own
property and have access to%te extra care and/or medical attention. The proposal
is for a total of 61 oneand twebed apartments, with 34 parking spaces. It is
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understood that beaae of the advanced life stage of many occupiers the number of
resident drivers is limited. Spaces are more in demand for carers and other visitors.

At this stage we have not made any comment on either the Ridgeway or Walton
Cottage scheme, and await tbpportunity to do so when a formal application is
submitted.

In our last Newsletter we reported that there was a decision pending on a re
application for the demolition and redevelopment of Greenfields House which is
situated on the southast quadrardf the Stafferton Way/Braywick Road roundabouit.
Regretfully, this overdevelopment has been approved by the Development Control
Panel, although, as it had previously been allowed on appeal by the Planning
Inspectorate, it must be assumed that the Boroughed to avoid the cost and
embarrassment of a further appeal.

Triangle Take Two: RIBA Design Competition Finds Winner

Studio Egret West, a London firm of international architects and urban designers has
beaten off more than 3@ontenders to win a Royal Institute of British Architects
(RIBA) design competition for the redevelopment of the Broadway triangle in
Maidenhead.

Studio Egret West were the
unanimous choice of a selection
panel, impressing the judges with
their creative flair and level
understanding of the challenges of
the site. Their recent projects
include a striking new mixed
development in Clapham (left)
which incorporates a public library,
leisure centre, affordable and
private homes and
surgery.

The RBA competition called for
an architectural practice to bring imaginative thinking to a high quality scheme that
would sit comfortably in its context.

While illustrations are being kept under wraps for the moment, the £20@mgle
scheme will be a miwf retail, commercial, offices and residential with underground
parking and a new public plaza. It has remarkable permeability, with improved links
to Nicholsons, the station and the rest of the town centre.



Following the failure of ING to come upith a viable scheme, the triangle site,
bounded by Broadway, King Street and Queen Street, was acquired in January by the
London & Aberdeen Group with their losigrm financial associates, Smedvig
Eiendom AS of Norway. Local businessman Bill Higgins frBorchetts Green is

the senior partner in London & Aberdeen. With Smedvig he has formed a new
company, Ryger Maidenhead Ltd., to take the project forwdtgiger moved swiftly

to engage RIBA for the design competition. The judging panel comprised he ne
owners, representatives of the Royal Borough, PRoM and RIBA.

The competition drew an excellent response. An original field of 34 was narrowed to
a shortlist of fouii Allies & Morrison, Eric Parry Architects, Rick Mather Architects
and Studio Egret \&st who were each asked to present their design proposals to the
panel. Each had put in an impressive amount of work into their submission. It was a
closerun thing but Studio Egret West emerged as the outright winner.
